Likewise, the KID CITY advisory committee is also diverse in
terms of age, culture, and professional background. The diversity of KID CITY’s
two governing bodies — the artist team and the advisory committee — allows KID
CITY to provide Maplewood's diverse residents with access to meaningful civic

participation through the arts. KID CITY’s events and arts programs are
intended to be multi-cultural, with an intention of engaging underserved groups
in Maplewood. This is accomplished through proactively examining events and
arts programs from a cross-cultural viewpoint as well as building relationships
with organizations that serve and are led by underserved groups.
